Some people don’t want to discuss end-of-life issues with family members. Many people do not make arrangements because they believe: 

· The property will automatically pass on to their heirs without complications  

· Assets have to be of a certain size before the heirs will be affected by a tax liability 

· Estate planning is not important for young parents 

· Costs of preparing wills and important documents is too expensive to make it worthwhile
The Cooperative Extension Service has designed a curriculum called Legally Secure Your Financial Future: Organize, Communicate, Prepare to help people take major steps to safeguard their family’s inheritance.
