· Develop a list of essential documents to be organized and/or updated;
· Appreciate the importance of family communication about legal issues; 

· Understand how to select and work with an attorney;
· Increase knowledge of estate planning and end-of-life issues; and

· Develop a plan to address estate planning and end-of-life issues.
